ÅAnnounce in papers and on radio 

(similar to DUI checkpoint announcements)

ïAn Enforcement blitz in announced areas
ÅTo enforce the speed limit in neighborhoods.

ïi.e. 25 mph is the MAXIMUM according to state law

ÅTo enforce stop signs in neighborhoods
